Parents or caregivers are required by law to
provide an explanation to the principal to say
why their child was absent from school.

A note should be brought to school on the first day
the student returns to school after an absence. Your
school is required to investigate all unexplained
absences (where a child has been absent and no
explanation has been received) within two days.

Celebrate Attendance
Hints and Tips No. 3: Writing notes

A note of explanation should contain:
1. Date that the note was written;

3. Days/dates the child was absent from school;
4. The reason the child was absent;
5. The signature of the childs parent or caregiver.

If more than one child from the same family has
been absent a separate note for each child should be

sometimes be a problem with younger children.
